2011 Terms and Conditions of Membership 
The following are the Terms and Conditions of the club which you agree to when you register.
“We agree to be bound by the Pagewood Soccer Club’s rules of Conduct and Behaviour as outlined on the club website www.pagewoodsoccer.com.au. A copy of the rules of Conduct and Behaviour can be obtained upon request from the Club Administrator.

We agree to be bound by the rules of competition as outlined on the website.
We declare that the information contained in this form is true and accurate.
We agree to notify the Club of any changes to my Contact details or that of my registered child.

We understand that the club is run entirely by volunteers and cannot operate without the assistance of players and parents of players each week in fulfilling the many and varied duties required.

If medical attention is required for our child, in the event that neither parent nor guardian is present, we give our permission for the appointed adult, i.e. coach, team manager, etc. in charge to seek and obtain medical treatment or hospitalisation for our child.

We agree to meet all medical expenses for urgent medical attention which is required and is not covered by insurance held by the Club.

We acknowledge that the Club is covered by insurance for losses arising out of public liability and with respect to losses incurred as a result of emergency and/or ongoing medical treatment suffered by players during the course of training and/or competition.

We acknowledge that the insurance policy held by the Club with respect to medical and like expenses incurred as a result of injuries suffered by the players during the course of training and/or competition may not cover all of the medical and like expenses and that any shortfall in the cost of obtaining urgent and/or continuing medical treatment shall be borne by us.

We further acknowledge that we shall have no claim against the Club nor seek reimbursement by the Club of any medical or like expenses incurred by us as a result of any injury suffered by our child in the course of training and/or competition save for any damages incurred by us which may be recovered against the Club as a result of a negligent act or omission by the Club or by its duly appointed agents.

We understand that non financial players are not be covered by insurance and will not be selected to play until registration fees are paid in full.

We acknowledge that we may inspect the insurance policy held by the Club by request to the Club Administrator.

We acknowledge that for the purpose of registering our child as an amateur player it may be necessary to provide the Club with proof of a player’s age and/or a photo which may be used to create a photo ID. In the event of loss or damage to any original or copy documentation provided by us to the Club for the purpose of registering our child, we shall not make any claim against the Club for the circumstances where the loss or damage of the original or copy documentation has been caused by a negligent act or omission on behalf o the Club or its duly appointed agents.

We agree to abide by any decision made by the Club as to the team within which our child is selected to play.

We understand that; (a) a place in a team cannot be guaranteed. If a player is not allocated to a team a full refund will be granted. Any other reason for a refund must be first discussed with the committee.  (b)Players are expected to Register and Pay before they train or play. Fees will be only refunded upon receipt of a written request providing a reason acceptable to the Executive Board of the Club. (c) Any refund amount is calculated from the time your letter or email is submitted along with all written documentation required to process the refund. If a request for refund is made within five (5) business days from registration , a full refund will be issued. (d) In all other cases, when a refund is requested, the request will be considered by the Executive Board and MAY be paid minus a processing fee, as determined by the Board. The processing fee will be a minimum of $25. All non-refundable components such as insurance will not be refunded.
The Pagewood Soccer Club may enable me to communicate with the public at large or with a group (team),We  agree to use the Information only to post, send and receive messages and material that are proper and related to the my particular team. By way of example, and not as a limitation, we agree that when using the information, we will not; defame, abuse, harass, stalk, threaten or otherwise violate the legal rights (such as rights of privacy and publicity) of others and/or Publish, post, upload, distribute or disseminate any inappropriate, profane, defamatory, infringing, obscene, indecent or unlawful topic, name, material or information of Pagewood Soccer Club and it’s members.     We grant the Club the right to publish photographs of the player for purposes of marketing and/or promotion of club activities provided that these photos do not include any personal details of any player. If a player’s name is to be used, then prior authorization will be obtained from the parent or guardian.
